2010 is the 251st anniversary of the laying of the foundation stone of 
Harewood House, commissioned by Edward Lascelles and built with money 
made from the West Indian sugar trade by his father Henry. It has remained 
home to the Lascelles family ever since and the 7th Earl of Harewood, cousin 
to the Queen and the Countess still live here 
 
Collaboration between architect John Carr and designer Robert Adam created 
one of England’s greatest country houses, furnished by master cabinet maker 
Thomas Chippendale and set in a landscape created by ‘Capability’ Brown.
